What’s new in this timetable

Metro does not run buses or trains. Metro aims to ensure travel 
needs are met by paying for additional services which are not 
commercially viable, such as rural, early morning, late evening and 
Sunday services.

Timetables may vary during holiday periods and it is advisable to 
check with MetroLine or the bus company prior to travelling.

Service 906 Hebden Bridge • Hardcastle Crags/Widdop Reservoir
This service has been reintroduced for 2017.

The service runs on Easter Sunday 16 April and Easter Monday 17 
April. It also runs on Saturdays, Sundays and Bank Holidays between 
29 April until 22 October 2017.

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Using our bus stations safely

How to use the bus

When using Metro’s bus stations:

•	 Directional signs and notices are there for your safety, please 
follow them.

•	 Please follow instructions given by the station staff in the event 
of an evacuation of the bus station.

•	 Do not walk in the bus area at any time.

•	 Ask one of our customer advisors or security staff if you are 
unsure where to go.

•	 Follow any safety announcements or directions given out over 
the bus station public address system.

•	 Do not leave luggage unattended. Keep your own belongings 
with you at all times.

•	 At the stop or shelter please indicate clearly to the bus driver 
that you intend to get on the bus.

•	 When you get on the bus please tell the driver where you are 
going.

•	 If you can give the exact fare, please do so.

•	 When you are getting close to the stop where you want to get 
off please ring the bell once, then stay in your seat until the bus 
stops.

•	 Smoking is not allowed on any buses.

•	 For the safety and security of passengers all bus stations, some 
bus stops and some buses are fitted with CCTV equipment.
